Condition:

Display shows FAIL during the firing or it is stuck on FAIL. The FAIL message
indicates a broken thermocouple or broken thermocouple wiring. The controller
display will stick on FAIL if there is no thermocouple detected by the controller.
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Double check all the
thermocouple wiring,
thermocouple, and connections.
Replace the touchpad if no other
problem is found.
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You can TEST for a faulty
thermocouple by placing a paper clip at
the terminal strip across the + and -
tabs.

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You can test for continuity through
your thermocouple to determine if it is
broken at room temperature but it is
best to try another thermocoule if you
suspect that the thermocouple is
defective.
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
